Welcome to the Melody Movement® Junior Ballet 
programme.  Junior Ballet progresses on from First Ballet 
classes in teaching children the basics of ballet and dance.  
In addition to simple barre and centre practice exercises, 
the syllabus has creative themes such as:  the Weeping 
Willow Fairy dance, the Magic Shawl dance Phoenix from 
the Fire, and the Woodland Ball with the wicked witch as 
our uninvited guest!

Learning is fun with the Junior Ballet Award scheme.  Children can collect 
ballet vocabulary stickers in their Junior Ballet dictionary and work towards 
Level 1, Level 2 and Level 3 badges.      
                                                                  

  
Pricing for scheme: 
 
Junior Ballet Classes that run as part of school clubs are invoiced at £6 per class, payable half-
termly (usually 6 weeks).  This is an all inclusive fee covering all costs associated with the 
programme except uniform (which costs approx £25 for a dress, socks and shoes).  
 

The Pupil work file: 
You will be given an A5 ring binder that contains a card for 
the student to personalise with name and photograph, a 
card for the student to complete personal details, a card 
detailing how to use the work file, sticker cards number 1 
and 2, a card for the student to design their own scenery, a 
ballet dictionary including all the words in the scheme and 
space for matching the stickers.
